Combining this
understanding with the buildin g blocks (photographs, journaling, titles,

enhancements, color, line, letter and shape) and the principles of design structure

will assist scrapbookers in the creation of strong layouts that complete a balanced
and unified story.

A picture is not always worth a thousand words. It is vital that every scrapbook designer
develop an appreciation for the integration of the written word on a scrapbook page. The
Power of the Pen will provide students with basic writing techniques and exercises to assist
in the development of engaging titles and impact filled journal entries. Additionally,
students will begin to understand the influence that hand lettering has on their reader, and
how to incorporate their personal script into each design.

The Final Touch  (SDU 4):

Embellishing scrapbook pages is a true testament in the development of a
papercrafter's design process. Page enhancements such as titles, stickers and
punch art, allow the designer to create balance, rhythm, movement, contrast
and depth with a layout. Design spectacular titles, learn techniques that give
new vitality to your collection of stickers, develop knowledge of punch
maintenance and the incorporation of punch art design in layout design.
